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New COMFER Resolution Applicable to Cable Operators

Through Resolution 110/2008 ("Resolution") enacted by the Federal Broadcasting Commission ("COMFER") cable operators regardless of their location, must place in their programming grids within channels 2 and 15 included:

(a) Air channels 7, 9, 11, 13 and 2 except otherwise agreed. If the owners of the air channels and the cable operators cannot reach an agreement, the latter may excuse themselves from retransmitting such signal if it is delivered by its owner free of charge.

(b) The national news channels Cronica TV, TN, Canal 26; C5N and America 23 but if there is no retransmission agreement the cable operator may not excuse itself from retransmitting such signals if they are delivered by their owners.

(c) Self generated channels

(d) Channel Encuentro

The Resolution sets forth that channels pertaining to the same line of programming shall be consecutively placed. In the event cable operators introduce changes in the grid that do not contemplate these guidelines, they shall require the prior authorization of COMFER evidencing the force majeure reasons that so justify.

The Resolution becomes effective thirty days counted as from its publication
 and lack of compliance shall be deemed a serious event of default.
